Papers

Papers will be circulated electronically in advance of the Workshop. In the panel sessions, paper
givers will briefly summarise their findings, providing time for comments and questions from the
floor.

Language

The proceedings will be conducted in English. There are no facilities for translation.

Finance

Those attending are responsible for their own funding. The organisers are not able to assist with
financial support.

Venue

The venue for the Workshop is Wroxton College, Wroxton, Near Banbury, Oxfordshire, in the United
Kingdom. Wroxton College is the overseas campus of Fairleigh Dickinson University.

The College is housed in a magnificent 17" Century Jacobean mansion (above), the ancestral home
of Lord North (Prime Minister under King George Ill), and nestling in 50 acres of its own landscaped
grounds. When not attending sessions, participants will have an opportunity to explore the mansion
and the grounds. The mansion has its own library, chapel, and spacious reading room. There is also
a gymnasium in the basement. A guided tour of the house will be available during the weekend of
the Workshop. Wi-fi is available throughout the College.

The village of Wroxton is also of interest, with thatched cottages and a parish church housing the
remains of various members of the North family, several of them significant figures in the history of
England. The village lies three miles outside Banbury. It is within easy reach of Oxford and
Shakespeare’s birthplace of Stratford upon Avon. It is also within easy reach of London both by road
and rail. The town lies just off the M40 motorway. There is a regular coach service between London
Heathrow airport and Banbury. There is also a regular coach service between London Gatwick and
Banbury. Birmingham airport is to the north of Banbury and there are regular rail services between
Birmingham and Banbury. There are taxis available for the short journey from Banbury to Wroxton.

Principal panel sessions will be held in the Lecture Hall and the Regency Room. The picture shows
one of the panel sessions in the Lecture Hall at a previous Workshop. Two panel sessions are
usually held concurrently, participants opting for whichever panel prefer.

The registration form enables you to select from a number of options, including a comprehensive
weekend package. Accommodation is in one of the pleasant study bedrooms in College, with en
suite facilities.

The principal residential package runs from Friday evening through to Sunday lunch. There is also
the option of arriving early (staying on Thursday evening) and leaving late (staying on Sunday
evening).

These rooms are charged per bed: i.e. the charge is double
that of a single room. There is also a non-residential package which includes meals.

Please note that the number of rooms available in College is limited and early booking is therefore
advisable.
